RESIDENTIAL CURBSIDE RECYCLING PROGRAMS

CRYSTAL BAY RESIDENTS : YOU CAN COMINGLE ALL ITEMS IN CRATES OR BLUE BAGS : Blue bags
keep recyclable materials clean and separate from the trash which is sometimes hauled in the same truck, then
resorted. Please remove any caps, corks, and contents from yo  ur recyclable items. Please rinse food
residue.

ALUMINUM: Empty cans, bread tins, pie pans and clean foil.

METAL CANS: Aluminum, tin and steel cans. Fully empty aerosol cans.

GLASS: Wine and beverage bottles, clean glass food jars: k  etchup, sauces, jelly jars.

JUNK MAIL: All paper mail okay; Remove plastic, metal or vinyl co  vers and inserts.

MIXED PAPER: Magazines, mixed office paper, dry newspaper, enve lopes, phone books, books (hard
cover removed). Place shredded paper is a clear bag . No paper plates or towels.

CHIPBOARD: Food boxes, remove liners and bags.

CARDBOARD : Please break down clean, dry boxes and bundle pla  ce in blue bags.

No Waxed or greasy (pizza) boxes. Fitin blue bag

PLASTICS: #1, 2,3,4,5, 7 are recyclable. Please rinse and remove caps. (Ple ase No Styrofoam, No # 6, No
Bags, no Films).

INCLINE VILLAGE : PLEASE SEPARATE ITEMS IN YELLOW OR GREEN CRATES .Please remove caps,
corks, and contents from your recyclable items. All paper must be clean and dry. Do not recycle anything not on
this list; it will cause the load to be rejected!

ALUMINUM / STEEL CANS / PLASTICS: #1 and # 2:  narrow neck, plastic bottles only: such as milk j ugs,
soda water, detergent bottles) SORT INTO THE YELLOW  CRATE. NO other plastics. NO wide mouth
containers. NO plastic wrap, bags, food containers, foil.

GLASS: all colors (except blue) SORT IN THE GREEN CRATE:
Wine and beverage bottles, clean glass food jars: k  etchup, sauces, jelly jars. Remove lids, rinse jars . No
light bulbs, window glass, blue glass.

MIXED PAPER: Magazines, junk mail, mixed office paper, newspap er, envelopes, phone books, books
(hard cover removed). PLACE IN A (PAPER OR PLASTIC ) BAG AND PLACE ON TOP OF CRATES. Place
shredded paper is a clear bag. No cardboard, cerea |/ food boxes, paper plates or cups. KEEP PAPER
DRY. Do not place out during storms.

Village, Nevada 89541, Phone: (775) 831-2971. Open 7 days a week: 8:30 AM- 4 PM.

Appliances : White Good Appliances (washers, dryers, refrigerators) can be taken to the Incline Transfer Station. $25 fee
applies to some items, standard dump fee for non-hazardous loads. Not all items accepted will be recycled.
